« If there is arisk of abuse to you and/or others.
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The Counseling Office offers counseling sessions by specialists (clinical psychologists) to university students
about problems in their everyday lives, including academic work, future plans, interpersonal relationships,
personal traits, sexuality, mental health, etc. Please feel free to use this service to talk about your concerns
or just to ask a simple question.
